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We are requesting that a minimum of $10 million in two areas be included in the Interior and Related Agency’s appropriations bill for fiscal 2005. At a time when development of critical energy resources, notably oil and gas, challenge wildlife populations across the western landscape, we must make sensible investments now to protect important habitats and wildlife populations to avoid damaging wildlife resources that will provide long-term value, both ecological and economic to the region. 

High Plains Partnership – The High Plains Partnership has demonstrated the effectiveness of cooperative conservation through implementation of many commonsense habitat projects. We strongly support an appropriation of at least $5 million for this program.
